continued wrestling at SUNY Brockport, graduating in
1970, He reccived several teaching and coaching offers,
but he chose the frst one=a position at sachem High
School, Apparently it was lowve ar first sight as Jack staved
there for the duration of his career. A resident of the
town of Babylon, Jack still carries on the wellestablished
Long Island coaching tradition by serving his communi-
ty as lifeguard.

Any write-up of Sachem High School wresthing
successes since Jack Mahoney ook over the program in
1972 could fill this publication. Remurkably, this
aocurred during the same perlod when Section X1 mose
1o ascendency, md only on Long Iskind., but in New York
State, Flercesome competition  provided by Suffolk
County’s big high schoals such as Huntington, Islip,
Hauppauge, Rocky Point, Deer Park, Brentwood, William
Flovd, Smithiown, Patchopue-Medford, Lindenbhuorst, and
Longwood make rising in the standings difficult.
